The Vision

Settlement Housing Fund and the NYC School Construction
Authority are co-developing a Community Campus that will be the
capstone of a 20-year neighborhood redevelopment effort in the
southwest Bronx. This new 146,000 sq. ft. facility will consist of 3
pre-K — 12th grade public school adjoining a nonprofit Community
Center with swimming pool. The Campus will provide integrated
after school, arts and recreation programming for 1,100 students
and thousands of community members in a densely populated,
low-income section of the Bronx that lacks both high performing
schools and community space of all kinds. The Campus will be
operated by New Settlement Apartments, 5ettlement Housing
Fund’s showcase development that provides 995 units of quality,
affordable housing and a host of successful after school, college
access and community programs for nearly 5,000 people each year.
Building upon this strong track record, the Community Campus will
set a new standard of opportunity and achievement for the youth
and adults of Mount Eden and surrounding neighborhoods.

The Campus

The Campus will offer a model of integrated community school
programming and state-of-the-art facilities rarely available in low
income communities like Mount Eden. The Community Center will
provide an indoor pool, educational green roof terrace, dance
studios, multipurpose classrooms, a cooking classroom, art galleries
and community program space seven days a week to people of all
ages. The students attending the new school will take advantage of
the center’s facilities during the day and the center will utilize the
school's facilities — playgrounds, amphitheater, health clinic,
gymnasiums, library, technology center and more - after school,
evenings and weekends.

The Campaign

The New Settlement Community Campus Committee seeks to raise
514 million in public and private funds to construct a 24,000 sq. ft.
Community Center and pool attached to a new public school that is
being funded by the City of New York. Major support for this
public/private venture has come from the local community through
the Bronx Borough President’s Office and the City Council, and from
the Board of Directors, FIC and other friends of Settlement Housing
Fund. Additional funding is needed to ensure that the Community
Center will be fully funded and flourishing when it opens to the
public in the fall of 2012.
